Scenario of the theatre classes
Subject: "Little actors"

Time: 45 min.

Group: elementary school students (9 - 13 years)

Objectives:

• Develop imagination and emotional sensitivity of children,

• Acquisition of the ability to move and speak on stage,

• Satisfying the need for recognition and self-esteem,

• Learning the correct pronunciation

Methods:

• Fun and games drama

• Instructions and explanations guide

Mileage classes:

1. Each participant performs a gesture, movement welcome, it mimics the rest of the group.

2. Fun in sounds:

Participants in turn draw their illustrations of animals. The task is to mimic the voice of any animal that has drawn (children who do not speak imitate the way of moving of the animal).

3. Exercise developing the ability to follow - "Mirror":

Students are in pairs. One child with a pair of shows a face (eg. The joy, sadness, anger, etc.), The other person on the basis of the mirror mimics a colleague / friend. Fun is preceded by an explanation and demonstration of the teacher.

4. Fun developing imagination, "I give you ...":

The participants stand in a circle. Fun starts talking to the teacher standing closest to the child, "I give you ...." For example.

- Heavy stone

- Delicate balloon

- Light feather

- Ice cube

- A hot potato (all things are given "pretend").

The child to imagine a thing and send it colleague next door.

5. Massages goodbye:

Participants split into pairs. One child with a pair placed comfortably on the carpet, the other sits next to and performs massages his back with the help of leading reciting nursery rhymes text:

"Something you tup, tup, tup

Grandfather with a cane thud, thud, thud

Child jumps hop, hop, hop

The frog does looong jump

Breeze blowing whew, whew, whew

Rain sprinkles knock, knock, knock

Chlup sleet, chlup, chlup

A hail of glass booty, booty, booty ".

Then the children switch places.

6. The end of the course is to praise the group by the teacher and common reciting: "goodbye, nice to see you!"
